Minutes of the meeting of Gretton Parish Council held on 

Thursday 10th July 2014 in Gretton Village Hall 

PRESENT Councillors Mark Hutchings (Chairman), Pat Andrews (Vice Chairman) and Peter Marriott.
IN ATTENDANCE Borough Councillors Day and Allen, Katherine Noble (Clerk and RFO) and one member of the public.
1) Apologies for absence – Apologies were received from Emma Gilder, Fred Wood, Borough Councillor Mason and County Councillor Wilson.
2) Declarations of Interest – None.
3) Matters of Urgency – None.
4) Minutes of the Meeting - The Minutes of the meetings held on 8th May were approved and signed.
5) Matters arising from the Minutes

a. Review outstanding issues – All actions had been completed.  P Marriott had inspected the dog bin in Working Lane. It was agreed that a replacement was not required at the moment but this would be reviewed.
b. Broadband update – Fastershire website still advertises that fibre was rolled out in June.
c. Affordable housing – The Section 106 agreement had been circulated.  The Chairman requested that Councillors review the document for discussion at the next meeting.
6) Tewkesbury Borough and Gloucestershire County Council Update

Councillor Allen reported that the Borough Council are the only Council to share offices with the Job Centre Plus and the Police.
Councillor Day said that the Borough Council had completed the first prosecution for dog fouling and they are also tightening up on fly tipping.  P Marriott asked if a dog fouling notice could be erected in Working Lane.
7) Parish Plan – Survey Results
The results have been published on the website and on the noticeboards and will be included in the next newsletter.
The detailed comments need to be analysed further and a draft parish plan will be produced.

8) Highway Matters

a. Speeding issues – E Gilder had met with Richard Waters from Highways, who had agreed to the mobile sign being placed in four sites in Gretton and one site in Gretton Fields.  Three more poles will be required.  Highways had confirmed 50% funding for the purchase of the signs.  E Gilder had obtained three quotations for the signs and it was unanimously agreed to purchase the sign from Wescotec as the speed limit can be changed.
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P Andrews suggested that Alderton should still be contacted to see if they would like to use the sign and share the costs, which was agreed.

RESOLVED: One speed sign is purchased at a cost of £2625 plus VAT.

b. Flooding/drainage – P Andrews is meeting with Lee Appleton and Richard Waters next week to re-address the problem on the corner of Gopshill Lane.
