Minutes of the meeting of Gretton Parish Council held on 

Thursday 11th September 2014 in Gretton Village Hall 

PRESENT Councillors Pat Andrews (Vice Chairman), Emma Gilder, Peter Marriott and Fred Wood.
IN ATTENDANCE Borough Councillor Allen, County Councillor Wilson, Katherine Noble (Clerk and RFO) and six members of the public.
P Andrews chaired the meeting in the absence of M Hutchings.
1) Apologies for absence – Apologies were received from Mark Hutchings and Borough Councillor Day.
2) Declarations of Interest – P Andrews and P Marriott declared an interest in planning application 14/00772/FUL by virtue of owning adjacent properties.
3) Standing Orders – P Andrews confirmed this item was withdrawn.

4) Matters of Urgency – None.
5) Minutes of the Meeting - The Minutes of the meetings held on 10th July were approved and signed.
6) Matters arising from the Minutes

a. Review outstanding issues – All actions had been completed.  P Marriott reviewed the need for further dog fouling signs which are not required as several are already erected.
b. Broadband update – Fastershire website still advertises that fibre was rolled out in September.
c. Affordable housing – This item was deferred until the next meeting.
7) Tewkesbury Borough and Gloucestershire County Council Update

Councillor Wilson began by saying that the handover of the highways contract to Amey is still problematic and Councillor Wilson would be happy to take up any outstanding issues affecting the Parish which have not been resolved.  P Andrews said that after several emails regarding the flooding issue on Gopshill Lane, some works have been carried out and Amey have agreed to complete a CCTV survey if the issue persists.  P Andrews agreed to send the chain of emails to Councillor Wilson.
(1 member of the public joined the meeting at this juncture).

Councillor Wilson referred to the agenda item regarding defibrillators and explained that the Ambulance Service are offering to provide the equipment if a Parish purchases the case.

Councillor Allen said that a report is going to Council in September recommending the Council join Ubico, which will save the Borough Council money on the waste services contract.  Another report being presented to Council is the proposal for the cost of living wage to be paid to all Borough Council staff.

Councillor Allen explained that currently 4 Borough Councillors were on the Board for Severn Vale Housing and this will be reduced to 2 members as recommended by the regulator.

8) Parish Plan – Survey Results
P Andrews expressed his thanks to all those involved in producing, circulating and analysing the survey in such a short timescale.  The survey data has been published on the website and a copy attached to the notice boards. The Neighbourhood Watch Co-ordinator offered to circulate information on behalf of the Parish Council, which was gratefully accepted.

P Marriott gave an overview of the main areas requiring action and confirmed that a letter had been sent to Tewkesbury Borough Council regarding the views on housing.  P Andrews read out the letter.

P Andrews explained the methodology for analysing the data and producing the Parish Plan.

A discussion took place regarding ‘the gates’ on the entrance to the village and whether they should be removed or replaced.  P Andrews agreed to explore who had erected the gates.

9) Highway Matters

a. Speeding issues – E Gilder confirmed that the speed sign had been purchased and received.  An additional bracket was also purchased at a cost of £80.00, which will enable the sign to be moved to several locations.  Councillor Wilson has agreed to fund the 4 extra posts required.  The on-going costs for charging the battery and moving the sign need to be budgeted for in the future.  Councillor Wilson suggested that the Council contacts Dumbleton Parish Council to enquire how they operate their sign, which E Gilder agreed to do. 
b. Flooding/drainage – Please refer to item 7.  P Andrews has sent a list of problems to Amey and will continue to chase these up.
c. Salt requirement – E Gilder will confirm to the Clerk if any salt is required this year.
