Minutes of the Annual General Meeting of Gretton Parish Council held on

1) Election of Chairman – J Hurley was proposed by P Andrews and seconded by P Marriott and was duly elected as Chairman.  J Hurley signed the Declaration of Office.  RECORD OF VOTING: All in favour.

2) Election of Vice Chairman – G Hanson was proposed by J Hurley and seconded by P Andrews and was duly elected as Vice Chairman.  G Hanson signed the Declaration of Office.  RECORD OF VOTING:  All in favour.

3) Apologies for absence – Borough Councillors J Day, R Allen, J Mason and County Councillor R Wilson

4) Declarations of Interest – None.

5) Minutes – RESOLVED:  The Minutes of the Meeting held on 10th March 2016 were approved and signed.  RECORD OF VOTING:  All in favour.  

6) Matters arising from the Minutes

a. Review outstanding issues – No outstanding items.

P Marriott gave an update with regards to Broadband and that the Alderton Exchange strategy now runs until 2018. 

7) Review of Asset Register

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10) Maintenances works at the War Memorial

P Andrews explained that due to the presences of an invasive weed, the works were carried out to remove it as a matter of urgency by Mr Davis.  Mr Davis had undertaken a very thorough job.  RESOLVED:  The cost of the works at £80 is approved.  RECORD OF VOTING:  All in favour. 
11) Highway Matters

a. Flooding/drainage – (This was discussed under the public session).  A drainage issue under the bridge had been reported to Highways by a member of the public.  P Andrews has contacted Highways who state that it is the responsibility of Severn Trent, who in turn denies responsibility.  P Andrews has requested a survey is undertaken and will continue to pursue the issue with Highways.

16/00228/FUL – Bugatti Inn, Gretton Road

Demolition and extension and conversion to provide a single dwelling. Conversion and extension to barn to provide a single dwelling.  Erection of a pair of semi-detached dwelling to rear/south side of site.  Alterations to existing access, provision of associated parking area and landscape works.  RESOLVED:  Although there are no objections in principle to this development, concerns are raised regarding the site including parking issues, dangerous pedestrian provision, the three storey houses are suggested on the highest point on the site so will become visually dominant and taking into account representation from the School.  RECORD OF VOTING:  All in favour.
